The International Theatre Institute ITI is pleased to announce that the 36th ITI World
Congress will happen on-site from 20-25 February 2023 in Fujairah in the United
Arab Emirates. The event will be hosted and co-organized by the Fujairah
Government, with the support from H.H. Sheikh Hamad bin Mohammed Al Sharqi,
Ruler of Fujairah and the Supreme Council Member of UAE, and H.H. Sheikh
Mohammed bin Hamad Al Sharqi, Crown Prince of Fujairah. The 36th ITI World

While the Congress follows the goals and strategic scope of the Congress remain the
same as they have since ITI’s inception, and the new prolonged timeframe represents
an opportunity to deepen and expand the joint efforts of constructive dialogue,
exchange, and networking.

In Memoriam | Ralf Langbacka (1932-2022)

It is with great sadness that the Finnish Centre of ITI must share the news of the
passing of Ralf Langbacka, renowned theatre director and chairman of the Finnish
Centre of ITI from 1983 to 1996. As the chairman of ITI Finland, Langbacka oversaw
among other things the ITI World Congress held in Helsinki in 1989, as well as the
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Ralf L&ngbacka first became acquainted with the theatre of Bertolt Brecht while living
in postwar Berlin and Munich as a young student. The performances at Berliner
Ensemble and Komische Oper Berlin had a profound effect on his view on theatre. He
directed numerous productions of Shakespeare, Bluchner, Chekhov and Brecht
throughout his career, and geared towards dialectical realism as a director, away from
psychological realism and its illusionism. For LAngbacka classical plays were a means
through which he could comment on the questions arising in contemporary society
and discuss them. As he once wrote, “Each era has to create its own realism”.
